WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 9-6-2(h) of the City of White Plains Municipal
Code (the “Municipal Code™), the Historic Preservation Commission of the City of White Plains
(the “Commission”) has the authority to designate local landmarks or districts and is charged
with maintaining an inventory of designated local landmarks or districts within the City; and

WHEREAS, Section 9-6-2(h) of the Municipal Code authorizes the Commission
to promulgate Commission policies, procedures, or bylaws thal may be necessary for the
Commission to conduct its business; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Municipal Code Section 9-6, the Commission may
initiate recommendations proposing properties for local landmark designation; and

WHEREAS, on October 19, 2015, the Commission held a duly noticed public
meeting to discuss, in part, potential properties for designation as local landmarks including the
property located at 52 North Broadway, also known as the “Good Counsel Complex™, which is
listed on the State and National Registry of Historic Places; and

WHEREAS, 52 North Broadway is designated on the Official Tax Assessment
Map of the City of White Plains as Section 125.52, Block 2, Lot 5.1; and

WHEREAS, the Good Counsel Complex was purchased on November 25, 2015,
by WP Development NB, LLC, 200 Madison Avenue, New York, NY 10016; and

WHEREAS, the Commission was provided a map of the Good Counsel

Complex and contributing buildings; and

WHEREAS, The Commission took note that on April 25, 1997, the Good

Counsel Complex was listed on the National Register of Historic Places as it was found that the



Good Counsel Complex, as a whole and not just the individual parts, satisfied its criteria for
properties that embodies the distinctive characteristics of a type, period or method; and
WHEREAS, the Commission reviewed various documents and artifacts related
to, and photographs and plans of, the buildings and the grounds on the Good Counsel Complex;
and
WHEREAS, at the December 9, 2015 meeting of the Commission, based on the
information contained herein, the Commission found that there was sufficient reason to propose

the Good Counsel Complex as a potential landmark pursuant to subsections “a,” “b,” “c,” “e,”
“f,” “g,” and “h” of Section 9-6-3(b)(1) of the Municipal Code; and

WHEREAS, that pursuant to Municipal Code Section 9-6-3, the Commission
hereby made an application proposing the Good Counsel Complex for designation as a local
fandmark; and

WHEREAS that Historic Preservation Commission directed the Secretary to
give due notice of the proposed designation to the owner of 52 North Broadway and notice of the
first public hearing that was held on January 13, 2016, in the Common Council Chambers at 255
Main Street, White Plains, New York at 7:00 p.m., in accordance with law; and

WHEREAS at said public hearing on January 13, 2016, appeared Anthony
Veneziano, Jr., counsel to WP Development NB, LLC, the owner of 52 North Broadway, who,
on behalf of his client, waived any defects in service of the notice of the public hearing; and

WHEREAS, at the Commission’s regular meetings, numerous public hearing
dates were held and all parties had the opportunity to speak in favor or against the designating of
the Good Counsel Complex as a local landmark on the following dates: January 13, 2016,
February 2, 2016, March 9, 2016, April 3, 2016, May 11, 2016, July 13, 2016, August 10, 2016,

September 14, 2016, October 12, 2016, December 4, 2016, February 8, 2016, May 10, 2017, July



12, 2017, September 13, 2017, November 8, 2017, December 13, 2017, January10, 2018 and
February 21, 2018; and
WHEREAS, during said public hearing, entered in the hearing record was a
Department of the Interior registration form dated January 14, 1997, and certified by the Deputy
Commissioner for Historic Preservation for the State of New York, which contained the
following facts:
a.  The Good Counsel Complex has architectural significance as a distinguished
example of a late nineteenth century religious/educational campus. Begun in
1890 and largely completed by 1923, the nominated property contains
regionally significant examples of Romanesque Revival, Mediterranean
Revival and High Victorian Gothic Styles; and
b. The ten buildings on the Good Counsel Complex, which are predominantly
institutional in scale, reflect a variety of popular late nineteenth century
architectural style; and
c. The Good Counsel Complex was conceived of by Mother Mary Veronica
Starr and Father Thomas Preston, the co-founders of the order of the Sisters of
Divine Compassion, who are buried on the site in a crypt below the Chapel of
the Divine Compassion; and
d.  The Good Counsel Complex retains a park-like setting of open lawn, mature
trees, winding paths and curvilinear roadways with much of the circulation
pattern and landscaping original to the earliest development of the complex in
the late nineteenth century; and

¢.  The Good Counsel Complex contains ten (10) contributing historic buildings:

The Convent, a large four story, Mediterranean inspired, stuccoed brick
building, which rest on a stone foundation and is covered by a series of red
slate shingled gable roofs. The interior design is dominated by two,
courtyards which penetrate the center of the building, The Convent was
built in 1908 with an addition in 1923 by architect Lawrence O’'Connor;
and

The finely crafted cobblestone Chapel of the Divine Compassion, built in
1897 by Lawrence O’Connor and designed by Mother Mary Veronica
Starr. The Chapel displays elements of Romanesque Revival and High
Victorian Goth Style and has rustic stone wall construction, round arched
openings, elaborate ironwork, and a large rose window filled with gold
glass, which are hallmarks of the Romanesque Revival, while the slate
covered roof with exposed rafter ends, engaged side bell entry tower with
hipped roof and the round apse are inspired by Halian Villa architecture;
and

Mapleton, a large, two and one-half story, five bay residence, dating from
1867, by architect John G. Prague. It is the former residence of William
Franklin Duesnbury and is an outstanding regional example of mid-
nineteenth century eclectic design incorporating elements of the Italian
Villa and Second Empire styles. This building was individually listed in
the New York State and National Register of historic places in 1976; and
The House of Nazareth is a four story, five by five bay stuccoed brick
building on a raised stone foundation. The building, built as a school, is

covered by a red slate tiled roof, it was constructed in 1897, by architect

Lawrence O’Connor and is a finely executed regional example of
Mediterranean style design; and

& 6. The Cooking School and Infirmary, both dating from, 1901-1902
were also designed by architect Lawrence O’Connor. They are two one
story bay brick buildings set on stone foundations and covered by slate
clad hipped roof. The buildings contain six arched windows and a wood
and glass panel doors; and

The Heating Plant/Workshop built in 1898 is a one-story building is
erected on a cut stone foundation covered by an asphalt shingle clad gable
roof.

Tilford House, dating from 1856, by Eugene Preudhomme, retains much
of its architectural detail from its various construction periods and is a two
story, five by five, bay brick dwelling which rests on a stone foundation.
Mid 19" century elements including the main stair, balustrade and
decorative plaster details, pocket doors and fireplaces all survive the core
section of the house; and

St. Ann’s Cottage built in 1901 is a two-story colonial revival style framed
dwelling which rests on a cut stone foundation and is covered by a slate
clad gambrel roof; and

The Carriage House/Stable built in 1890, originally part of Mapleton, is a
one and one-half story wood frame structure set on a stone foundation and
covered by an asphalt shingle clad, hipped roof. The building is sheathed

with wood shingles and the main elevation dominated by a central wood



dormer. Attached to the east elevation is a wood framed and shingled
carriage house with a gabled roof; and

WHEREAS, during said public hearing, it was noted on the record that the Commission
viewed and handled a Native-American pestle which was found on the Good Counsel Complex
during excavation for the construction of the Chapel in 1890; and

WHEREAS during said public hearing, it was noted on the record that the Commission
reviewed an excerpt from a book titled, It Happened in Old White Plains by Renoda Hoffman
depicting a Topographical Map of the Battle of White Plains, October 28, 1776, showing that
George Washington’s troops were positioned on what is now known as 52 North Broadway; and

WHEREAS, at its regular meeting on February 21, 2018, the Public Hearing was closed;
and

WHEREAS, at the February 21, 2018 regular meeting, the Commission considered and
reviewed all the information; and

entire property and all of the contributing buildings located at 52 North Broadway as a
