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DOWNTOWN WHITE PLAINS TRANSIT DISTRICT STUDY LAUNCHES “QUESTION OF THE WEEK”
Questions to be used to further public participation in project


WHITE PLAINS, NY – March 28, 2016.  White Plains Mayor Tom Roach today announced a new component of the public engagement plan for the Downtown White Plains Transit District Study. “Starting this week, we will be reaching out directly to the public with a Question of the Week,” said Mayor Roach. “This represents an additional means of public outreach and will complement the public engagement meetings that have already been scheduled.”

The questions can be accessed directly from the White Plains Transit District website (www.wptransitdistrict.com). In addition, anyone who has emailed us through the White Plains Transit District website will receive an email notification whenever a new question is posted to the website. We will also promote the questions on the City website (www.cityofwhiteplains.com) and through the City’s Facebook and Twitter pages (FB: City of White Plains, Mayor Thomas M. Roach // Twitter: @cityofwp).  

[bookmark: _GoBack]The questions will address all major components of the study, including: traffic, parking, transportation to/from the station, green space, and amenities in the station itself as well as immediately around it. Some questions are designed for a written response while others will ask respondents to check off their answer. The goal of these questions is to elicit feedback on the positives and negatives of the current TransCenter as well as the type of changes that are needed from a broad cross section of users of the TransCenter, residents, businesses, etc.

“Knowing that not everyone will be able to make our public engagement meetings, we want to be sure we are doing all we can to give everyone the ability to participate,” said Mayor Roach. “The public can also choose which questions they want to respond to. One person may be very interested in green space and access to the Bronx River Reservation and choose to respond to questions about that, while another person may only choose to respond to questions about parking.” 

Members of the study team will also be out and about this spring and summer at city events and programs talking about this project and providing the public with additional opportunities to convey their thoughts, ideas and concerns about the TransCenter.
