 Completing Post Secondary Education or Training 

   Every child should have the option to attend post secondary education and receive the 

   education and training needed for quality jobs today and tomorrow. 

 Successfully entering the workforce 

Anyone who wants a job should be able to get a job that allows them to support themselves and      

their families. 

 Keeping kids on track and giving them second chances 

   All children should be safe from violent crime; and individuals who are confined should      

    receive the education, training and treatment they need for a second chance.
