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37.2 Pavment Items

Item 235 - 0il Fillers Adjusted

2. Work

Under this item the Contractor shall adjust to grade oil fillers as
shown on the plans or as directed by the Engineer.

Unless otherwise specified herein, work shall be performed as
described in Article 37.1, "General', in these specifications,
entitled "liscellaneous".

A1l work shall be performed by a plumber licensed by the City of
White Plains.

b. FPayment

The quantity of oil fillers to be measured for payment shall be the
actual number of oil fillers adjusted in accordance with the plans
or ordered by the Engineer.

The unit price bid shall include the cost of all labor, material,
plant and equipment necessary to complcte the work described
including excavation and backfill, cutting and threading of exist-
ing pipe, and other incidental work.

Item 236 - 0il Fillers Relocated

a. Work

Under this item the Contractor shall relocate pil fillers as shown
on the plans or as directed by the Engineer,

The fittings and pipe used shall be the same type and size material
as that of the existing pipe and fittings. All work shall be
performed by a plumber licensed by the City of White Plains.
Unless otherwise specified herein, work shall be performed as
described in Article 37.1, "General”, in these specifications
entitlied "Miscellaneous".

B Pavment

The entire payment section of Item 235 shall apply herein except
payment will be made for actual number of oil fillers relocated.

Item 237 - Fuel Tanks Removed

a. Work

Under this item the Contractor shall remove and dispose of existing
fuel tanks as shown on the plans or as directed by the Engineer.
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Item 237 - Fuel Tanks Removed {Cont'd)

The Contractor shall excavate to such a depth that will facilitate
the removal of the tank. The hole shall then be backfilled with
selected fill. If required by the Engineer, the Contractor shall
transport the tank to some location within the City of White

Plains and dispose of it there.

Unless otherwise specified herein, work shall be performed as des-
cribed in Article 37.1, "General", in these specifications en-
titled "Miscellaneous".

b. Payment

The quantity to be measured for payment shall be the actual number
of fuel tanks removed and disposed of as shown on the plans or

ordered by the FEngineer.

The unit price bid shall include tihe cost of all labor, material,

plant and equipment necessary to complete the work described in-
cluding excavations and backfill, selected fill material, restora-
tion of the site, and transporting and disposing of the tank.

Item 238 - Fuel Tanks Abandoned

a. Work

Under this item the Contractor shall abandon existing fuel tank as
shown on the plans or as directed by the Engineer.

The Contractor shall remove a section of the tank and fill the tank
with sand as directed.

Unless otherwise specified herein, work shall be performed as des-
cribed in Article 37.1, "General", in these specifications en-

titled "Miscellaneous'.

b. Payment

The quantity to be measured for payment shall be the actual number
of fuel tanks abandoned as shown on the plans or as directed by the

Engineer.
The unit price bid shall include the cost of all labor, material,

plant and equipment necessary to complete the work described in-
cluding excavations and backfill, sand and restoration of the

site,
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Item 239 - Survey Monuments

a. Work

Under this item the Contractor shall furnish and install survey
monuments, including castings where specified and where shown

on the plans.

All work performed under this item shall be done by a surveyor
licensed by the State of New York and he shail submit an
approved plan showing a minimum of four (4) permanent ties for
each monument and certifying the accuracy of each location.
Monuments shall be made of the type and size materials specified

on the plans.

Unless otherwise specified herein, work shall be performed as
described in Article 37.1, "General", in these specifications,
entitled "Miscellaneous".

b. Pavment

The quantity of monuments to be measured for payment shall be
the actual number of monuments furnished and placed as shown on
the plans or ordered by the Engineer.

The unit price bid shall include the cost of all labor, material,
plant and equipment necessary to complete the work described,
including excavation, backfill and casting.

Itém 240 - Flagman
a. Work

‘Under this item the Contractor shall furnish an experienced
flagman to coordinate traffic within the job site as directed by
the Engineer.

Unless otherwise specified herein, work shall be performed as
described in Article 37.1, "General', in these specifications
entitled '"Miscellanecus".

b Payment

The quantity to be measured for payment shall be the actual
number of hours of directing traffic by a flagman as ordered.

The unit price bid shall include the cost of all labor and equip-
ment necessary to complete the work described.
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Item 241 - Demolition

a. Work

Under this item the Contractor will furnish all labor, materials
ind equipment necessary to demolish all buildings and structures
in property of the City of White Plains, New York, as designated
in the Legal Section of this centract.

Unless otherwise specified herein, work shall be performed as des-
cribed in Article 37.1, "General”, in these specifications entitled

'"Miscellaneous".
b. Demolition
(1) General

All work shall be performed under the supervision of the Department
of Public Works and subject to the approval of the Commissioner of

Public Works.

Demolition shall proceed in such a manner as to adequately protect
adjacent buildings, structures and trees from damage and with as

little disturbance as possible. All salvaged material, except
excavated earth free from rock, masonry and debris not neeﬁeg to
£i11 excavations shall become the property of the Contractor.
Stockpiling or storing of salvaged material on the site will not be
permitted. After the cellar floor has been broken up and inspected
by the Engineer, the Contractor will backfill the cellar or basement
with earth excavated from the site. The Contracter will transport

and grade all excess earth excavation where directed.
(2) Order of Work
In general, the order of work will be as follows:

(a) Disconnect and plug all service lines that are
connected to the building(s) under contract.

(b) Demolish buildings and backfill cellar.

1) The cellar is not to be backfilled until
the floor has been broken up and inspected
by the Engineer.

{(c) Remove all trees, including tree stumps, shrubs,
masonry walls and any other structures within
the property lines.

(d) Complete backfilling and grading operations.
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Item 241 - Demolition (Cont'd)

c. Permits

Before the demolition of any building is started, the Contractor
shall first obtain the following permits and do the following
wotk.

(1) Disconnecting Sanitary Sewer and Water

The Contractor shall obtain a "Street Opening" permit from the
Department of Public Works. The charges for this permit shall
be included in the lump sum price bid for this contract. The
charges for this permit shall be as follows:

Deposit (Returnable)
Fee (Non-returnable)

After obtaining the permit the Contractor shall excavate, back-
fill and deo all other work necessary to seal and plug the
sanitary sewer at the curb line to the satisfaction of the
plumbing inspector from the Bureau of Plumbing. A licensed
plumber must seal and plug the sewer service line. The
Contractor shall excavate, backfill and do all other work
necessary to shut off the water service line at the water main
in the street., Employees of the Bureau of Water of the Depart-
ment of Public Works will make the actual shut-off at the water

main.

{2) Democlition Permit

The Contractor shall obtain a "Demolition Permit" from the
Department of Buildings. The charges for this permit shall be
included in the lump sum price bid for this contract. The
charges for this permit shall be as follows:

Fee (Non-returnable) of $5.00 per
structure

(3) Disconnecting Gas Service

The Contractor shall notify Consclidated Edison Company to seal
the gas service line at the property line. There is no charge

for this service.

(4) Abandoning Fuel Oil Tanks and 0il Lines

The Contractor shall remove all fuel oil tanks and oil lines from
the premises, Excavations caused by such removals shall be back-
filled with clean fill and thoroughly tamped in the manner
specified above.
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Item 241 - Demolition (Cont'd)

(5) Other Services

The Contractor shall do all work necessary to seal all other ser-
vice lines at the front property line.

d. Backfilling

Foundation walls shall remain in until 211 materials have been re-
moved from the site and the cellar area has been cleared and is in
a broom clean condition. When this has been performed to the
satisfaction of the Cngineer, the cellar floor shall be broken up
sufficiently to prevent collection of water and the cellar walls
removed to a peint three (3) feet below the surrounding finish
grade. The walls shall be broken up into small sizes and deposited
in the cellar area. The voids in the stone and the remaining space
shall be backfilled to finish grade with clean fill available at
the job site. All necessary additional clean backfill will be sup-
plied by the Contractor. The earth fill shall be placed in layers
not exceeding eighteen (18") inches in depth and each layer shall
be pneumatically tamped as directed. The entir: site shall be
cleared of all debris and graded as directed.

Any solid piece of earth, masonry, rock or other acceptable inor-
ganic material that contains less than one cubic foot of volume

and measures .less than eighteen (18'") inches in any direction shall
Pe considered to be acceptable fill material,.

No wood, metal or lath shall be used by the Contractor as fill, nor
masonry larger than the sizes specified.

e. Regulations

All regulations of the Department of Public Safety and Uepartment
of Building shall be observed during the progress of the work and
all necessary permits obtained and paid for by the Contractor.
Special attention shall be given to the regulations of the Fire
Department concerning the burning of debris.

£ Special Conditions

No materials shall be burned on or near the job site without prior
written authorization by the Engineer. In such case, the Contrac-
tor, when permitted to burn, shall do so in a manner specified by
the City of White Plains Fire Lepartment. The Contractor shall
have an attendant present at all times while the material is
being burned and precautions shall be taken to eliminate any pos-
sible spread of fire. All fires shall be extinguished before
leaving the job site at the end of each working day.
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Item 241 - Demolition (Cont'd)

The Contractor will erect a wooden fence barricade across existing
driveways and/or across the frontage of the property as directed
by the Engineer. The Contractor may utilize salvageable material
available at the site., All such barricades shall be given two
coats of white paint,

E. Payment

Unless otherwise specified, the Contractor shall bid a lump sum
price for the demolition of all buildings on the parcel of land,
which price shall include the cost of all labor, materials, plant,
equipment and incidental expenses necessary for the demolition

and removal of all buildings, structures, foundations and fuel

oil tanks; discontinuance of all service lines; demeclition of
foundation walls; placing and compaction of fill;, grading the
entire site; installing barricades; painting and cleaning up in
general and such other work as is set forth in the spe:i%ications
or shown on the plans.
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
